3. Reason for Request:  ENGL 480 is a better fit to meet this IGR goal, since it focuses more specifically on reading and writing.
4. Evidence that the course addresses the specified goal and student learning outcomes:
DSU’s Assessment Committee has reviewed the course syllabus and has approved the course as meeting the major-field writing intensive IGR goal and student learning outcomes:
Goal: Students will refine their understanding and practice of reading and writing as integral parts of researching, learning, discussing and presenting academic materials.
