DSU English faculty wish to require ENGL 210, Introduction to Literature as the only acceptable General Education course for EIS majors. Faculty plan to slightly restructure the content of ENGL 210 so that it serves as an introduction to the study of literature. Currently, DSU EIS majors who take ENGL 210 have no place to use the course in their plan of study unless the process a Course Substitution, substituting ENGL 210 for one of the required General Education literature courses.
