	8.  EXPLANATION OF THE CHANGE:
	


DSU presently offers a composite K-8 elementary/K-8 special education degree.  The K-8 elementary requirements will remain; however, students will now be allowed to choose between a K-8 special education or a K-12 special education program.  By adding one 3-credit course and increasing the student teaching course by two credits, students would complete the K-12 special education requirements.  The additional requirements are necessary to meet SD certification requirements for secondary education.  The composite degree will give graduates additional job opportunities while meeting a state-wide need.  Graduates would be recommended for certification for K-8 elementary education, K-8 or K-12 special education, and K-12 Educational Technology.  In addition to the changes noted, SPED 462 and SPED 466 are being replaced with SPED 410 and SPED 420, which are common courses offered by other SD university special education programs.  
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
